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HITCHING:

1. Remove wedge with bolts and washers from storage position and attach to wedge carrier. See page 14 to determine the correct 
wedge and orientation for your 5 th wheel hitch.       Torque bolts to 200 ft-lbs (271 Nm). 

CAUTION: Ensure lock-out bolts have been removed if using Sidewinder with wedge installed.

2. For initial hook-up, move wedge to the rear most position by rotating handle counter-clockwise (towards passenger-side) to ensure 
kingpin engages with 5th wheel hitch jaw.

IMPORTANT: YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR SAFE HITCHING AND UNHITCHING OPERATIONS. DO NOT RELY ON 

OTHERS TO PERFORM THESE DUTIES. YOU MUST PERSONALLY MAKE SURE THE FOLLOWING STEPS ARE

3. Place blocks (sometimes called “chocks”) firmly against front and rear of each trailer tire to prevent any possible forward o r 
rearward motion. DO NOT REMOVE BLOCKS UNTIL EACH OF THE FOLLOWING STEPS AND THE PULL TEST HAVE BEEN 

COMPLETED. Lower tailgate if necessary. Clearance of the lowered tailgate to the trailer needs to be monitored during hookup as 
some manufacturer combinations of truck and trailer have little or no clearance.

4. Using trailer jacks, adjust trailer height following the directions in the trailer manual so that bottom of trailer pin box ( “A” in Figure 15) 
is ½ to 1 inch below skid plate (See “B” in Figure 15). During the hitching maneuver, the bottom of the Sidewinder should con tact 

skid plate ramp (“C” in Figure 15).

Failure to follow this instruction may result in kingpin being too high and coming to rest on top of closed jaws or 

not completely inside jaw. This could result in trailer separating from hitch. Trailer separation may result in death 

or serious injury if anyone is under the trailer or between truck and trailer when separation occurs.

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PULL TEST:

1. Firmly block trailer wheels.

2. Ensure trailer landing gear is still resting on firm ground and supporting trailer weight.

3. Truck stationary and with emergency brake on.

4. Ensure no one is between truck and trailer, return to cab of truck and release truck’s emergency brake. Apply trailer 

brakes.

5. Try to pull trailer slowly forward with the truck. If the trailer is properly hitched, the wheel blocks and trailer brakes 

should keep the truck from moving forward.

NOTE: If trailer is not properly hitched, trailer will separate from hitch and truck will move forward leaving trailer 

behind. If previous steps were followed correctly, the trailer will not drop or fall.

6. After successfully performing above steps, fully raise trailer landing gear (see trailer manual).

7. Check and inspect all electrical circuits for proper operation. (Clearance lights, turn signals, stop lights, etc.).

5. Follow your hitch manufactures instructions for safe hook-up.

NOTE: For best wedge fitment, assure kingpin in aligned into the funnel 

of the 5th wheel hitch, and align the center of the hitch with the centerline 

of the turret (Figure 17).

6. Once 5th wheel is connected to the kingpin, properly lock hitch jaw to secure 

per their instructions. 

7. Tighten wedge fitment by scrolling the handle underneath the Sidewinder 

towards drivers-side (Figure 18).

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UNHITCHING:

3. Lower trailer landing gear following the directions in the Trailer Manual until feet of landing gear are resting on firm 

ground.

4. Lower truck tailgate.

5. Disconnect power cable and breakaway switch cable between truck and trailer.

6. Remove bail pin from hole in 5th wheel hitch handle. 

7. Pull hitch handle out completely until it latches in open position so that kingpin is no longer securely grasped by hitch 

jaws. Trailer is now free from hitch and truck. 

NOTE: If handle does not pull out, there is pressure against the jaw. 

1. To relieve this pressure, loosen wedge fitment. 

2. If pressure against the jaw persists, back the truck up slightly. 

3. Reset truck emergency brake. 

4. Then pull hitch handle out completely until it latches in open position.

At least once per season;

1. Lubricate wedge screw with white lithium grease, working the wedge through it’s entire travel will extend the longevity 

of your product.

2. Use lithium grease to lubricate the pivot shaft, to allow for smooth function of the turret.

3. Some towing setups may require a castle nut torque higher than the listed 80 ft-lbs due to vehicle/trailer dynamics 

(note that this requires removal and replacement of the cotter pin).

1. If the application requires a tighter turret, increase the torque in increments of 10 ft-lbs.

2. Ensure that the cotter pin is installed after tightening the castle nut.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION ON TOWING

½ TON TRUCKS

In some applications with ½ ton trucks and application that the trailer is at a higher weight capacity of the tow vehicle, the system 
may feel unstable while towing. In this case, ensure trailer is properly loaded. It is also important to have E -rated tires. Airbags (if 
equipped) should not be filled above minimum pressure.

TOWING EQUIPMENT OWNERS
Make sure all operators of your equipment read and understand this information before towing. Save for reference. This will help

The kingpin and jaw should be smooth, clean and lightly lubricated. Adjust per manufacturer’s instructions.

SAFETY CHAINS

bounce loose. Leave only enough slack to permit full turning. Too much slack may prevent chains from maintaining control if
other connections separate.
